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Ricky Rovelli of Albany defeated tournament leader Matt Olson of 
Schenectady 237 - 220, to win the Capital District Youth Scholarship Tour 
tournament held at Towne Bowling Academy on Saturday, April 9th.  Rovelli 
averaged nearly 235 for the day in route to his first CDYST title. 
 
The stepladder finals began with fourth-seeded Liz Kuhlkin of Rotterdam 
defeating third-seeded Corey Buckley of Albany 236 – 218.  Buckley earned a 
$70 scholarship for finishing fourth.  Second-seeded Rovelli then fired the first 
eight strikes to defeat Kuhlkin 269 – 254 and set up the title match.  Kuhlkin 
earned a $100 scholarship for finishing third.   
 
In the championship match, Olson threw four of the first five strikes to jump 
out to a 28-pin lead. Rovelli countered by throwing six of the last seven strikes 
to earn the victory and a $250 scholarship. Olson, who averaged 230 on the 
day, won a $150 scholarship for his second runner-up finish of the year. 
 
Throughout the tournament, our talented youth bowlers tallied many of the 
highest scores of the season on the Kegel Broadway lane condition.  Olson set 
four- and seven-game scoring records of 969 and 1620, respectively.  Kuhlkin 
and Christopher Hanson of Ballston Lake rolled respective four-game 
qualifying series of 927 and 906; Rovelli and Buckley each rolled seven-game 
series of 1608.  Kuhlkin and Brittany Hart of Troy each rolled 279 games, the 
highest of the season.  
 
25 bowlers participated in our final monthly event of the season.  Michael 
Hartmann of Earlton earned a $40 scholarship for finishing fifth and Hart won a 
$30 scholarship for finishing sixth.  The $750 in scholarships earned by our 
bowlers brings the season total to over $4,000! 
 
Our inaugural season will wrap up at Town ‘n Country Lanes with the CDYST 
Masters on Saturday, May 14th at 9:30 AM.  This is an invitational tournament 
open only to CDYST members who have participated in at least three monthly 
events.
