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Ricky Rovelli of Albany defeated Christopher Radliff of Schenectady 246 - 222 to win 
the Capital District Youth Scholarship Tour tournament held at Hometown Lanes on 
Saturday, March 1st.   
 
The stepladder finals began with fourth-seeded Lawrence Lang of Rhinebeck defeating 
third-seeded Katie Lynch of Troy 229 – 187.  Lynch earned a $75 scholarship for 
finishing fourth.  The second-seeded Radliff then defeated Lang 185 – 179 to set up the 
title match.  Lang earned a $100 scholarship for finishing third.   
 
In the championship match, Radliff began with three consecutive strikes to take an 18-
pin lead.  Rovelli closed to within 9 pins following strikes in the third and fourth frames.  
Strikes in the sixth and seventh frames enabled Radliff to expand his lead to 19 pins.  
However, Rovelli responded by rolling the next five strikes to surge to his third CDYST 
title of the season, record sixth career title, and a $275 scholarship. Radliff earned a 
$175 scholarship for his runner-up finish. 
 
Lang and Rovelli were the respective leaders after the first two games.  However, 
Lynch rolled 781 over her final three games to surge into the lead with a 969 four-game 
series, tied for the fourth highest ever in CDYST competition.  In the semifinals, Rovelli 
won his first match to regain a lead that he would retain to earn the top seed heading 
to the finals.  Radliff won all three of his semifinal matches to vault from eighth place 
after the qualifying round into second place. 
 
There were 39 entries in the tenth tournament of the 2013 – 2014 season.  Additional 
scholarship winners included Zack Terry of Schenectady for finishing fifth ($55); DJ 
Dragt of Clifton Park for finishing sixth ($45); Chad Sutliff of Valatie for finishing seventh 
($35); and Andrew Bennett of Albany for finishing eighth ($30).  A total of $905 in 
scholarships was awarded to our talented youth bowlers, bringing the season total to 
$11,355. 
 
Our next tournament will be begin at 1:30 pm on Saturday, March 22nd at Sportsmans 
Bowl.  It will also offer optional Junior Gold qualifying for all CDYST members who 
competed in at least three tournaments this season.  For more information about the 
CDYST, please visit www.cdystbowling.com, e-mail tournament directors Mark Taylor 
and Steve Fawcett at CDYSTinfo@aol.com, or call 518-982-0035.
