Casey Schoonmaker of Albany defeated Liz Kuhlkin of Rotterdam 217 – 212 to top a 
record field in the Capital District Youth Scholarship Tour tournament held at 
Sportmans Bowl on Saturday, March 22nd.   
 
The stepladder finals began with the fourth-seeded Chad Sutliff of Valatie defeating 
third-seeded Jonathan Bowman of Peru 205 – 182.  Bowman earned a $140 
scholarship for finishing fourth.  The second-seeded Kuhlkin then defeated Sutliff 180 – 
135 to set up the title match.  Sutliff won a $225 scholarship for finishing third.   
 
In the championship match, Kuhlkin rolled three consecutive strikes in frames two 
through four to take a 10-pin lead.  Schoonmaker responded with a triple of his own to 
open up a 24-pin lead through six frames.  Kuhlkin narrowed the gap to five pins by 
closing with five strikes on her last six shots.  However, Schoonmaker rolled a strike 
and a spare in the tenth frame to earn his third career CDYST title – second of the 
season – and a $375 scholarship.  Due to NCAA regulations, Kuhlkin could not claim 
her scholarship prize for finishing second. 
 
Competing in an extended six-game qualifying round on the WTBA Los Angeles lane 
condition, Justin Carl of Albany and Patrick DeVoe of Delmar were early leaders until 
Schoonmaker surged into the lead after Game 4 and opened up a 70-pin lead over 
Kuhlkin heading into the semifinals. He earned the top seed for the finals after winning 
two of his three semifinal matches.  Kuhlkin also won two matches to retain her second 
place standing.  Bowman, who was in seventh place, won all three of his semifinal 
matches to vault into third, while Sutliff won two of his matches to earn the final berth in 
the finals. 
 
A record 59 bowlers competed in the eleventh tournament of the season.  Additional 
scholarship winners included: Patrick DeVoe of Delmar in fifth place ($100); Noah Burke 
of Albany, who also rolled the sixth 300 game in CDYST competition during the 
qualifying round, in sixth ($75); Zack Terry of Schenectady in seventh ($60); Corey 
Buckley of Albany in eighth ($50); Justin Carl of Albany in ninth ($45); Zachary Doty of 
Nassau and Peter Konrad of Schenectady in tenth and eleventh, respectively ($40 
each); and Charles Moeske of Albany and Kyle Thomas of Schenectady in twelfth and 
thirteenth, respectively ($35 each). Our talented youth bowlers earned a regular season 
tournament record $1,355 in scholarships, bringing the season total to $12,710. 
Buckley, Terry, and Jay Hadcock of Johnstown earned entries into the 2014 USBC 
Junior Gold Championships to be held from July 12 – 18, 2014 in Buffalo, New York.
